Lent Begins Wednesday, March 6, 2019 

LENTEN REGULATIONS 
1. Everyone 14 years of age or over is bound to abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday 

and all the Fridays of Lent. 
 
2. Everyone 18 years of age and under 59 years of age is bound to fast on Ash 

Wednesday and Good Friday. 
 
3. On these two days of fast and abstinence, only one full meatless meal is allowed. 

Two other meatless meals, sufficient to maintain strength, may be taken according 
to each one’s needs, but together they should not equal another full meal. Eating 
between meals is not permitted on these two days, but liquids, including milk and 
fruit juices are allowed. When health or ability to work would be seriously affected, 
the law does not oblige. 

 
4. To disregard completely the law of fast and abstinence is seriously sinful. 
 
5. Lent is the principal season of penance in the Church year. All of the faithful are 

strongly urged to develop and follow a program of voluntary self-denial (in addition 
to following the Lenten regulations), serious prayer, and a performance of works of 
charity and mercy.

ASK and YOU SHALL RECEIVE 
 
Two weeks ago we appealed to parishioners to consider 
a special donation to provide disaster assistance to 
Watseka, Illinois – a community that was hit with 
multiple floods and very strong damaging winds over the 
last three years. Government and normal insurance funds 
have been exhausted yet many residents still have not 
returned to permanent homes or been able to replace 
their lost furniture and normal household belongings.  
We were asked to appeal to all of our SVDP 
Conferences in the Diocese for help to this area by 
“Twinning” with the various charities in this remote 
southern area of our Diocese. The Ascension of Our 
Lord Parish response has been wonderful with well over 
$1,000 being donated within hours of this request. We 
very much thank your generosity and know that these 
donations will bring happiness and relief to the families 
in that community. Theirs and our Members’ prayers of 
thanksgiving are pledged in return for all of you who 
were able to respond to this request. 
 
With March 6 and Ash Wednesday marking the 
beginning of Lent and our annual appeal through the 
Lenten Alms “Loose Change” Cup collection for the 
poor, our Members once again will be handing out 
plastic cups after all Masses on the weekend of March 9 
and 10. This special plea for donations was initiated 
some six years ago after a grand-daughter of one our 
now deceased Members offered an idea that they were 
using in her college sorority to raise funding for nearby 
charities. Since its inception, this annual appeal has 
phenomenally grown from under $2,000 the first year to 
nearly $5,000 last year providing much needed help to 
the disadvantaged poor of our community. Even though 
the use of coinage and even paper currency has rapidly 
diminished with debit-credit card usage, we continue to 
receive increases in this appeal each year.  Once again, 
as Christ guided His first followers: “ASK and you shall 
RECEIVE.” Our work continues to benefit from your 
generous help and we never seem to be without 
resources when sought by the poor of our area. 
 
Finally, our next parish SVDP Conference Meeting will 
be this coming Tuesday, March 5, 2019, at 3:00 PM in 
the parish office Conference Room. Please come to learn 
more about our work and how you can join us in the 
future.  There is no effort too small or too great for those 
without basic resources. Please continue to help us help 
others and pray that what we do has God’s guidance and 
blessings.
